Counseling and Advocacy Programs
Alliance Emergency Shelter – 15 Bed  
Emergency shelter is designed to protect women and children from abusive living situations. Emergency shelter access is available 24 hours a day, seven days a week and provides counseling, case management and advocacy opportunities 
for residents.  Residents have full access to counseling and advocacy services. 
140 Individuals were provided 1,816 nights of emergency shelter in 2008.

The crisis line is designed to provide 24-hour immediate information, support, assistance and referrals to individuals
in need.  
2000 Domestic Violence and Sexual Assault crisis calls during 2008.
Counseling & Advocacy 
Non-residential services are designed to provide both adult and child victims and their families counseling and 
advocacy services.  Participants are provided services at various locations throughout Delta, Menominee and Schoolcraft Counties. Services offered through the non-residential Outreach program include; counseling, crisis intervention, safety planning, legal advocacy and personal advocacy.
There were 1,915 hours of individual counseling provided during 2008 & 140 hours of group support.  
Adult Counseling Program
The counseling program is designed to provide adult victims of sexual or domestic violence with confidential opportunities to talk, express their feelings and emotions, reflect and ask questions on the issues surrounding their situation. Counselor/advocates meet with victims, survivors and or loved ones of survivors at any stage of the crisis or healing process.   
432 Adult victims of Domestic or Sexual Violence were provided direct counseling services during 2008.
Children’s  Program
Designed to provide children who experience and/or witness domestic and sexual violence an opportunity for healing.  This program is designed for children from 4 to 17 years of age.  Counselor/advocates specializing in 
either domestic violence or sexual assault meet with children.      
221 Child victims of domestic or sexual abuse were provided counseling during 2008.
Community Awareness & Education

 There were 45 community awareness education and training presentations provided during 2008.
